2. Wash your hands with soap and 

water, especially after you cough 

and sneeze. Alcohol-based hand 

cleaners are also effective. 

 

3. Avoid touching your eyes, nose 

or mouth. Try to avoid close con-

tact with sick people.   

 
4. If you get sick with influenza, 

CDC recommends that you stay 

home from work or school and 

limit contact with others to keep 

from infecting them. 

 

People infected with seasonal and 

the H1N1 flu virus may be able to 

infect others from 1 day before 

getting sick and should be consid-

ered potentially contagious as long 

as they are symptomatic and possi-

bly for up to 5 – 7 days after the 

onset.  

If you are sick with flu-like symp-

toms, the CDC recommends that 

you stay home for at least 24 hours 

after your fever is gone (without 

the use of fever-reducing medicine) 

except to get medical care or for 

other necessities.

Below are precautions you can take 

in order to prevent the seasonal 

and H1N1 flu virus:
