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To schedule an appointment electronically, go to https://www.iusb.edu/~lasi/sass. 
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If you are experiencing academic difficulty or have stopped attending a class, remember 
that students may withdraw from a class until 5:00 p.m. on Monday, March 24th.   

When a student withdraws from a class, her/his name is removed from the roster.  
Withdrawals from the fifth to tenth week of classes require instructor and advisor 
signatures.  The course and, as indicated by the instructor, the resulting grade of “W” or 
“F”  will appear on your transcript.  (A “W” does not impact your GPA.)  If relevant, 
students should check with Financial Aid before withdrawing from courses.  Some 
students mistakenly believe they won’ t be held responsible for a class they enrolled in 
but are not attending and are surprised to discover that not only did they earn an F in it, 
they are responsible to pay for it, too.  If you need to withdraw from a class, see your 
advisor to discuss your options.  

Despite all the work you are doing for the classes you are enrolled in now, it’ s time to plan 
for summer and fall classes. Advance Registration begins the first week of April. Priority 
enrollment times and dates are assigned to students based on the number of credit hours 
achieved by each currently enrolled student. First semester freshman can generally register 
toward the end of Advance Registration week. In order to be ready for the Advance 
Registration opportunity, you should:    

SEE YOUR ADVISOR 
Make an appointment to meet with your academic advisor in March.  If you don’ t 
remember who your advisor is, check OneStart (Academic Services box/Contact 
Advisor), contact Nancy Piller at 574-520-4537, or stop in to see her at DW 3300B so 
she can help you. And as of spr ing 2008 students can schedule appointments 
electronically via https://www.iusb.edu/~lasi/sass. 

CONSIDER YOUR GOALS 
At your advising appointment, talk about how your current classes are going for you, talk 
about your academic goals and interests, and ask for guidance and direction for enrolling 
in summer and fall classes. 

CHECK FOR HOLDS 
Check for holds on your OneStart account. All students have to resolve their HOLDS 
before they can register for classes.  Holds are alerts placed on students’  accounts telling 
them they need to “do”  something or see someone.  They are put there by  advisors and 
departments like Admissions, the Bursar, or the Registrar.  Check your HOLDS 
summary frequently so that you are not delayed in registering. KNOW YOUR 
REGISTRATION DATE/TIME 
Check your OneStart account for the date and time you can begin to register—your 
“Registration Appointment.”  

REGISTER! Go online at your Registration Appointment day and time and register for 
classes.   
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Working with your academic advisor to plan your class 
schedule might help you become aware of issues you 
should be thinking about.  Here are some 
important factors for you to keep in mind 
when you think about what courses you 
should take next:   

Where am I  in terms of meeting my 
general education requirements for  my 
degree? 
Advisors are up-to-date on general education 
requirements and can help you determine 
which classes fill Common Core 
requirements, for example. 

What combination of courses would be a good load 
for  me at this time?  Which courses will be intense 
and can I  find other  courses that are less intense to 
take with them?  
As you think about scheduling your classes, try to find 
some that use a mix of your skills and interests.  You 
don’ t want to have to take a full load of courses heavy in 
reading or writing requirements in the same semester, for 
instance.   

Which courses fit my schedule?  How many credit 
hours should I  take a semester?  How many classes 

should I  take in one day? 
Advisors will help you think about what is a 
good schedule for you.  Students who schedule 
their classes on two days a week often burn out 
quickly.  If you need to be enrolled full-time for 
financial aid or insurance purposes, an advisor 
can explain full- and part-time status and help 
you create an appropriate schedule.    

Is there anything going on in my personal life 
that will be distracting?  How many credit 

hours can I  handle if I ’m working a job or  
have family members to care for?   

An advisor can help you be realistic about balancing the 
demands of your busy life. 

Which courses are open or  have a minimal wait list?  
Working with your advisor during advance registration 
can help you find open sections of open courses that you 
want/need and avoid having to wait list courses. 

Good academic advising is an essential ingredient for 
reaching your academic goals. Don’ t delay, schedule today!  

The College of Liberal Arts and Sciences employs several students to work with the staff 
of the Academic Advising Center as Peer Mentors.  We call them Peer Mentors because 
they are students who want to help new students as they begin college. They were 
standing where you are now, just a few years ago, as they embarked on the same college 
journey you began this year.  They know the kinds of questions and concerns you have 
because they had them too.  Now that they are more “seasoned,”  they want to help our 
newest students feel welcomed and more at ease.     
Peer Mentors work during New Student Orientations, where they help students register 
online for classes.  They show students how to read their class schedule and explain 
where and when the classes meet.  You will discover that college is a very different 
experience from high school.  Peer Mentors know the ropes!  Just ask one of the CLAS 
Peer Mentors for help when you need it.  We’re pretty sure you’ ll find a friendly face and 
a matching eagerness that supports our new students.     
During the academic year, Peer Mentors help with lots of different projects in the CLAS 
Academic Advising Center.  They are available for student appointments, too.  They can 
give some pretty good “ freshman tips,”  for instance, or help students find their academic 
advisor’s office and other campus resources.  They remember how overwhelmed they 
felt their first year in college. Be assured, you don’ t have to figure out everything 
yourself right away. There are those around that can help you succeed.
