CERTIFICATE OF INTERNATIONAL STUDIES

The International Studies Certificate allows students from all disciplines to add international
breadth to their education. In an increasingly interdependent world, it is vital for students to develop their
expertise in this area. Evidence of focused international study is looked upon as the key distinction in busi-
ness, government, education, the arts, human services and other areas, as well as by graduate and profes-
sional schools.

The Certificate consists of a minimum of 15 credit hours of courses designated as having an inter-
national focus, and two semesters of a foreign language. Although not required, a study abroad experience
is recommended. All study abroad counts toward the Certificate, and if it involves another language, it
also counts toward the language requirement.

e 15 credit hours (after the foreign language) must include no more than one 100-level course and at least
one 400-level course and 3 disciplines. The courses can also satisfy other divisional requirements.

e 2 semesters of a foreign language or equivalent
(Students whose native language is other than English,
may apply for an exemption with the director.)

MINOR IN INTERNTIONAL STUDIES

The minor is the cross-national interdisciplinary study of contemporary global issues and world
regions. It combines the social sciences, humanities, and professional fields to create an interdisciplinary
approach to understanding our increasingly interconnected world.

The minor consists of a minimum of 15 credit hours in at least 3 different disciplines distributed as fol-
lows:

e 3-6 credits from 100 or 200 level international courses
e 6-9 credits from 300 or 400 level international courses

e Level 2 competency in a foreign language

e Capstone course SOC S410/INTL 1490




MINOR IN EUROPEAN STUDIES

The objective of this interdisciplinary minor is to provide IUSB students who are interested in
Europe and European languages with an opportunity to focus their studies and to earn formal degree
recognition for their European studies upon graduation.

e Two core courses on European history, politics, society or culture—one from pre-twentieth century
and one from 20th century Europe.

e 6 credits from the following elective courses in European studies. Language courses beyond the
102 level (for non-CLAS Majors) and the 204 level (for CLAS majors) may also be included as
elective courses.

MINOR IN LATIN AMERICAN/LATINO STUDIES

Latin American/Latino studies focuses on the culture, society, and history of South American,
Central America, and Mexico, and the Caribbean as well as the experience of people from these regions.
The approach is holistic and interdisciplinary, combining language proficiency and cultural appreciation
with analysis of social institutions and the processes of social, political, economic, and cultural change.

The minor consists of a minimum of 15 credit hours distributed as follows:
e 06 credits of core courses in Latin American history, politics, culture or society.
e 6 credit hours of electives.

e 3 credits Independent study project.




IUSB STUDY ABROAD PROGRAMS

All loans, grants and scholarships for which participants are eligible at Indiana
University can also be used for all study abroad programs.

Language, Culture and Society in Cuernavaca
Mexico, Summer II (6 credits)

The departments of Foreign Languages, Sociology and Anthropology have joined with the
Office of International Programs to offer [IUSB students a unique summer program to study lan-
guage, culture and society in Mexico. Students will enroll in and receive credit for 3 hours in Span-
ish and 3 in Social Science, which will be taught in conjunction with the Universal Center for Lan-
guage and Social Communication in Cuernavaca, Mexico.

Duration: 4 weeks, early July to early August

Housing: The program provides accommodation, including meals, in the homes of
Mexican families. Child care services are also available.

Special Program for Spanish Teachers in Cuernavaca.

This addition to the undergraduate program in Cuernavaca has been designed especially for
teachers of Spanish. Participants enroll in and receive six hours of graduate credit, which is one way
of satisfying the current requirements of the Indiana Professional Standards Board for renewal of the
Indiana Teacher’s License (to receive renewal, coursework must be approved by the IUSB Licens-
ing Advisor. These graduate credits also can count as elective credit towards a Master’s  degree
in Education. Students admitted for the program register for S510 Foreign Study in Spanish, S560
World Society and Culture: Mexico.




SOCIAL ACTION PROJECT

Durban, South Africa (Variable credit and times )

This is an action research project which has established connections between groups in the Mi-
chiana area and Nigeria and Durban, South Africa. It uses social science research to understand and
change real life problems.

Belize, every other May (3 credits)
