 Our Spring Semester ended with a flurry of activity.  We had one of the largest International Food 

Fests ever in total participation and amazing diversity of food and talent.

  London Paris Trip :May 29, Paris.   From Professor Joe Chaney  

 All is going well so far in Paris. Today looks a bit gloomy out there, and it happens to be the stu-

dents' free day; but that's a minor complaint. Lesley and I have been pleased with the way the students 

get along. They support and encourage one another, and they tend to hang out together in their spare 

time. They've been diligent about reading assignments, taking notes, paying attention, etc. This location 

in the Marais (which Neovi helped us find) is ideal. The building is quiet and the food is okay. The best 

thing is that the moment you step outside the charming courtyard onto the street (if you can avoid being 

run over by the bus that seems to go straight up the sidewalk on our part of rue de Rivoli!), you're in the 

middle of a really interesting part of the city, a few steps from a Metro station, and you can walk to Notre 

Dame or even the Louvre in a few minutes. 

 The students have been investigating the French pastry scene very thoroughly. I hope you don't 

mind if we bring them back a bit heavier. 

 Yesterday we visited the Carnavalet Museum (of the history of Paris), here in our neighborhood. 

Tuesday we took the train to Versailles, where the students were especially impressed by the endless gar-

dens. We had our first student on-site presentation there, and it was, fortunately, a good model for future 

presentations. 

 We send you our fond regards. Needless to say, we can't wait to get back home, but we will con-

tinue to suffer the trials of life in Paris and London for as long as duty requires. If you order us, Scott, to 

stay longer, we will.
