How have you continued your education beyond your undergraduate 
degree?  Have certain artists, writers, thinkers, or experiences influenced your intellectual development? How?  Explain why 
you've decided to undertake graduate work and how the M.L.S. Program fits into your future plans, both personal and 
intellectual. What personal and professional experiences have prepared you for success in this graduate program?
