Dear new student, 

On behalf of the staff and faculty of the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, welcome to IU South Bend.  

Morning Session – All Students: 

New Student Orientation begins at 8:30 a.m. on the IU South Bend campus with an assembly in Northside 

Hall. Please check in at the table labeled Liberal Arts and Sciences between 8:00 – 8:30 a.m. 

During the morning, you will learn about the programs and services offered at IU South Bend and tour the 

campus. Following lunch, students will meet with their academic units. Refer to the information below to 

determine whether or not you need to attend the afternoon session. 

Afternoon Session – Freshmen and transfer students with less than 15 credit hours: 

Following lunch, students meet with their academic units.  In the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, 

students will be divided into two separate information sessions based on their choice of major.  This 

portion lasts about one hour and is required for all students entering college for the first time or 

transferring in with less than 15 credit hours.  Beginning at 1:30 p.m., you will receive important 

information about the College and scheduling for classes.  We will help you interpret your placement 

exam results and talk about survival strategies during the first semester.  Beginning about 2:30 p.m., 

students will meet with faculty advisors to select their courses and register for classes.  Students are 

dismissed after they have completed registration, generally around 4:30 p.m.  

Afternoon Session - Transfer students with greater than 15 credit hours: 

Transfer students with more than 15 credit hours are encouraged to make an appointment with an advisor 

and register before orientation, so you are free to leave after lunch. However, you are welcome to attend 

the afternoon information session if you believe it might be of benefit. To inquire about your advisor 

assignment, please email sbadvise@iusb.edu or call 574-520-4537.
